Tim Hawkinson [San Francisco, California, U.S.A, 1960] with his work

«Penitent» (1994) plays a strange game with the visitor. He exposes a
skeleton with a suture at the upper part of the skull [that looks like to
suffer a lobotomy] and by a medical mechanism at the position of the
organs[in the thorax and lower] which ends up to a bottle. The
skeleton has mineral props and it is kneeling down like it begs for its
life. Each time that the visitor gets closer to the installation the
mechanism [that the skeleton has on its interior] is in function
automatically and the lamp which is being situated at the skeleton’s
upper part is being switched on. Consequently the visitors could
make an experiment to this art work and to conclude that the dead
people are alive at least on our memory or that even inanimate
things[the switching on of the lamp] have a kind of life. When we
remember our casualties they revive on our minds [the lamp’s
switching on act symbolizes this situation].Lastly we must not forget
that the material of dead organisms creates new species of life and
that Death is the path to another form of life [see incarnation’s theory]

which has a circular form.
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
